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blend - to mix 2 colors together to achieve an even gradation from one
color into the next

color - pigment, dye or hue

colored pencil - pencil containing a wax bound pigment lead

colored pencil burnishing -  firmly coloring a light value colored pencil over a previously colored
places to help with blending

composition - the arrangement of objects in a piece of artwork

contour - a line describing the edges of a shape

contrast ~ the difference between two things such as light and dark
emphasis - area in a composition that catches the and keeps the viewers attention
fixative - protective spray coating that inhibits wax bloom

gradation - gradual smooth change from light to dark

graphite pencil - normal pencil that’s lead is made up of graphite and clay
ground - surface or background on which artwork is done

hard edge - sharp defined edges, flat values and colors

highlight - area on any surface that reflects the most light

hue - a common name for color

layering - apply one pencil color over another

line - mark with length and direction

opaque - no light is allowed to go through

realism - an art style that shows things as the eye sees them

Semi opaque - almost transparent

shade - dark color made by adding black

tint - light color made by adding white

value - lightness or darkness of a color

wax bloom - excess pencil wax on the surface of a colored pencil drawing,

resembling fog
