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bat - slab used to store clay projects on and to use on the wheel when throwing
a pot

bisque ware - clay that has been fired once but not glaze

carve - act of cutting clay, or other materials, into the desired shape

ceramic - art of making objects from clay

clay - fine grained earth materials when mixed with water can be shaped and fired

coil - long cylinder shaped piece of clay used in hand building of pottery

damp room - room kept very humid, used to store unfinished pottery

foot - ring carved into the bottom of a piece of pottery forming an area for it to
rest on

glaze - thin coat of minerals that are fused to the surface of clay that creates a

colored, glassy surface

green ware - dry clay that has not been fired

kiln - a furnace of over used to fire ceramic objects

leather hard - slightly wet clay that is firm and will hold its shape

mold - hollow shape used to make one or more copies of an object

potters wheel - a turntable on which clay pots are thrown or shaped

pug mill - machine that prepares clay

score - make scratches into the surface of a clay where it is to be joined together

relief - 3D form meant to be seen from one side, form stands out from the
background

slip - clay mixed with water or vinegar into a thick liquid that is used to join
clay together

stain - a nonglassy clay colorant

texture - the way a surface feels

trim - remove or cut away excess

vitreous - clay when it is no longer porous and is glass like

wedging - a kneading process used to get air bubbles out of clay
